Hospitality I, and Agriculture.

All students are encouraged to participate in Career Exploration, an independent study course
that provides the framework for internships, work study, and other hands-on experienced related
to their identified pathways. Students are provided opportunities to attend monthly field trips,
college visits, and other school events.
