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ADVANCED COURSE OPTIONS

Oklahoma Connections Academy’s core curriculum is geared toward preparing students for college and
beyond. Students have access to AP, Honors, and College Preparatory courses. Students also have the
opportunity to participate in the Post-Secondary Enroliment Options (PSEO) program, in which they can
earn dual high school and college credit by attending post-secondary institutions.

AP course offerings include: Biology, Calculus AB, English Language & Composition, English Literature &

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS
