COLLEGE AND CAREER PREPARATION 

LCCA offers lessons to all students, K-12, in career 
exploration.  Beginning in 8th grade, students and 
counselors meet to discuss the student’s 
Individual Graduation Plan, where students 
explore careers and post-secondary options.
