ADVANCED COURSE OPTIONS 
Utah Connections Academy’s core curriculum is geared toward preparing 
students for college and beyond. Students have access to AP, Honors, 
College Preparatory, and Basic programs. In addition, UCA offers Gifted 
and Talented opportunities to elementary students who qualify. 

Our staff is trained in providing rigor and opportunity to students who 
excel. Students also can participate in the Concurrent Enrollment (CE) 
program, in which they can earn concurrent high school and college credit 
by attending post-secondary institutions. 

Advanced Placement (AP) course offerings include: English Language and 

Composition, English Literature and Composition, Calculus AB, Computer 

Science Principles, Biology, US History, US Government. 

Honors course offerings include: English 9-12, Precalculus, Biology, 

Chemistry, Earth Science, American Government, US History, and World 

History. 

Concurrent Enrollment: UCA has contracts with 3 four-year colleges 

and 1 two-year college.
