The typical course load is 6-7 classes per
semester.

e Washington Connections Academy Goldendale is accredited by
the Northwest Accreditation Commission (NWAC), an
accrediting division of Cognia.

e In 2022 Washington Connections Academy was designated as a
School of Distinction through Cognia.
