GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

Students’ course loads and schedules are determined by the students’ resident districts and reviewed
with the RhoCA counseling staff. Typically, students must successfully complete at least 20 credits to
receive a Rhode Island high school diploma. Students receive their diplomas and graduate from their
resident district. Districts are responsible for working with RhoCA in ensuring students meet graduation
requirements. District staff work cooperatively with our counseling services to regularly perform credit
audits to ensure students are on track to graduate and meet the appropriate district and state
requirements.

ADVANCED COURSE OPTIONS

Rhode Island Connections Academy’s core curriculum is geared toward preparing students for college
and beyond. Students have access to Advanced Placement (AP), Honors, and College Preparatory classes.
Pearson Virtual Schools supplements RhoCA with Honors and AP classes.
